GENERAL RULES

SPORTSMANSHIP: Any participant who
displays poor sportsmanship, violates these
rules, or violates any local, state or federal laws
is subject to disqualification.

All decisions of the
screening committee are final.

FRAUDULENT ENTRIES: Sponsors are
responsible for eligibility of participants.
Any sponsor submitting a fraudulent entry
will face disciplinary action as determined
by the board. All badges will be sent by
registered mail to each sponsor.

REGISTRATION: All sponsors need to
present names of participants to the screening

Upon approval of eligibility, participants
name will be forwarded for his or her badge
to be printed.
